Rebuilding Together Aurora to rehab 31 homes this spring 
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For years, it has been my honor to partner with Rebuilding Together Aurora in their efforts to preserve affordable home ownership in Aurora. RTA is an Aurora-based nonprofit that provides free home repair assistance to low-income families residing in owner-occupied homes in Aurora. They focus on providing a variety of repair assistance to qualified families who physically and/or financially can’t provide these repairs for themselves. 

Since this organization started in 1993, they have provided needed repairs to more than 325 families in our community. Through these efforts, RTA has not only helped change the daily lives of countless families, they have also provided a focused effort on revitalizing and improving the community in which we live and work. Equally as impressive, they have generated and provided more than $1 million to revitalize Aurora and preserve suitable housing for our residents.

At the foundation of RTA’s work is the “neighbor helping neighbor” model. Their grassroots efforts are driven by a network of approximately 800 annual volunteers. These individuals are from local businesses, faith-based organizations, service groups and trade companies that give of their time to improve the home of a family in need. This is one of the most amazing parts of what RTA is doing here.

In a recent conversation with RTA’s executive director, Emily Stern, she announced that RTA will be rehabbing 31 homes in the months of April and May with their major April Rebuilding Event. This major event contributes to the approximately 50 homes that RTA works on each year. Despite these impressive numbers, I am certain that the overwhelming need for RTA’s assistance will not slow anytime in the near future.
