Year-Round Repair Program

AURORA, IL (April 5, 2011) Rebuilding Together Aurora is proud and humbled to announce their continued partnership with the Dunham Fund to provided important and needed home repair assistance for seniors and individuals with disabilities.

Thanks to the generosity of the Dunham Fund, Rebuilding Together Aurora was able to officially launch a piloted Year-Round Repair Program in 2009. This program provided smaller-scale, year-round home repair services to low-income seniors and individuals with disabilities. The focus of the program is ADA modifications, fall prevention repairs, and minor safety and maintenance repairs. All of the assistance is provided at no cost to qualified homeowners, with the goal of helping these financially and physically vulnerable families remain in a safe and healthy home. 

Rebuilding Together Aurora believes strongly in fostering a grassroots effort towards community revitalization. To do so, they rally volunteers to provide all of their repair assistance and stretch every dollar they receive. The program is directed by a retired trade’s school teacher and partners with various local volunteers, including participants of the Quad County Urban League’s YouthBuild Program. 

Rebuilding Together Aurora has been in existence since 1993 and has helped over 325 Aurora families remain in a safe, healthy, and warm home. As an increasing number of families face financial difficulties, Rebuilding Together Aurora designed their Year-Round Repair Program to directly respond to this need. The Dunham Fund’s continued financial support in 2011 will allow Rebuilding Together Aurora to provide needed services too an additional 12-16 families a year.
