Volunteers from Wheatland Salem Church in Naperville will be providing unskilled repair work on the home on Saturday, October 10, 2009.

This is one of the hundreds of projects made possible by these donations.  To date, Rebuilding Together has completed nearly 300 projects for veteran homeowners across the country.
